What will | be doing there?

Visiting Uluru, exploring Alice Springs, camping out under the stars at a cultural campout,
learning how to cook traditional style, participate in dances and lots lots more. Participate in
work projects which will include developing tourist walking trails, weed eradication, painting,
clearing, building and odd jobs.

How long is the work project for?
4-5 hours per day for 3 to 4 days. Aboriginal students must also assist to obtain their
voucher for the concert and to be part of the football match.
